Helga Kreuzritter, giiniimiiz sanat diinyasinin
sirkinden uzaklasip sosyal sorumluluga dogru
yonelen bir sanatgl. Sanatsal calismalanyla sosyal
adaletsizlige, siyasetin dogru yoldan sapmasina ve
ozellikle de dogal cevrenin bile bile yok edilmesine
karsi sesini yiikseltiyor. Yaratici ve etkileyici sanatsal
becerileriyle ortaya koydugu malzeme boyama,
cisimler, heykeller, kolaj ve tablolar -kelimenin tam
anlamiyla kansik ortamh calismalar- gibi pek gok
tretimi ulusal sinirlann Gtesine gecerek dikkatleri
onun galismalan lstiine gelti.

Hanover Expo 2000'e katilimi uluslararasi alanda
onun agisindan biyiik bir dontim noktasi oldu.

Helga Kreuzritter, Kuzey Denizi kiyisi
yakinlanndaki kiigiik, eski Stade kasabasinda
yasiyor ve orada galisiyor. ilk calismalan bu
cevreden aldigi ilhamla sekillenmis. Kuzey Denizi
adalannin sahillerinde ahsap parcalar ve baska
cisimler toplayip bunlardan malzeme gérselleri
ve kolajlar alusturmus. Bu calismalan yoluyla
okyanuslarin kirletilip zehirlenmesine karsi
sessiz fakat kuvvetli bir protesto yiiriitiiyor. En
etkileyici sanat eserlerinden birini bu baglamda
yaratrms: Oil Spill (Petrol Sizintisi) heykeli kara
bataklik mesesinden yapilmis ve kalin bir petrol
tabakasina bulanmus bir su kusunu sergiliyor. Kus
son bir hamleyle petroliin dliimciil pencesinden
kurtulup yiikseliyor. Bu da Meksika Kérfezi'nde bu
yaz yasanan petrol sizintisi olayi karsisinda cok
glicli bir digavurum kazanan bir simge ve sembol
haline geliyor.

Ayni sembolik degere sahip bir baska calismasi
ise 11 Eyliil 2007'e génderme yaparak yarattigi
Attack - Victory? - Peace? (Saldin - Zafer? -
Bans?) adli tablo iiclemesi. Terdrist saldiny
cogunlukla natiralist ve carpici yollarla betimleyen
diger sanatgilann aksine Helga Kreuzritter konuyu
adeta minimalist yollardan sergilemeye calismis:
Ana hat olarak paslanmus dikenli tel pargalarin
ve Coventry, Dresden ya da Hirogima gibi harabe
haline gelmis sehirleri hatirlatmasi icin Ikinci Diinya
Savasi'ndan kalintilarn kullanmis. Her ne kadar
ebat olarak kiigiik olsa da, anlamsiz yikimin bir
semboli olarak belki de Picasso'nun Guernica'siyla
karsilastinlabilecek derecede biiyiik bir etkiye
sahip.

Helga Kreuzritter malzeme boyamalan ve
heykellerinde ortaya koydugu espri anlayisi, ironi
ve sevgi dolu alayla bir Gmit belirtisi icin cagnda
bulunuyor. Siirekli yinelenen motiflerinden bir
tanesi de “yelken”. Bu bir yandan doganin giiciinii
simgelerken diger yandan da insanoglu ve onun
dogal cevresiyle arasindaki uyuma isaret ediyor.
Yelkenler ayrica daha mutlu bir gelecegin yolunu
gostermekte. Hope (Umut), Departure (Hareket) ve
0n a Big Journey (Biiyiik Yolculuk) gibi iimit veren
isimlerle gemileri sefere cikariyorlar.

Sanatginin Suspended (Askida), Dreamtime-
Guardians of the Secret (Sirnn Kadim Muhafizlan),
Hope (Umut), job Ladder (is Merdiveni) ve Ad
Infiniturm (Ebediyen) gibi calismalanndan bazilan

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elga Kreuzritter is a German
Hartist who moves away from the
circus of the current art world toward social
responsibility. With her artistic works,
she raises her voice against social injustice,
political aberrations and especially against
the willful destruction of the natural
environment. Various productions of her
creative and picturesque art skills, such
as material-paintings, objects, sculptures,
collages and paintings - in the true sense of
the word, mixed media works - have caught
the attention to her works beyond national
borders.

The international breakthrough came with
her participation in Expo 2000 in Hannover.
Since then, her works have been exhibited in
Vienna, Brussels, New York and Florence. In
Florence in 2009 she received, from the hands
of the Nigerian Nobel laureate Wayle Soyinka,
the silver medal of the international art
competition, “Caterina de Medici.”

Helga Kreuzritter lives and works in the
small, ancient town of Stade, near the North
Sea coast. Her first works were inspired by this
environment. On the beaches of the North
Sea islands she collected wooden pieces and
other objects, and formed material images
and collages out of them. Through these
works she protests in quiet, but forcefully
against pollution and poisoning of the oceans.
In this context, she has created one of her
most impressive works of art: the sculpture
“0il Spill” which is made of black bog oak,
displaying a water bird coated with a thick film
of oil. The bird rises up in a last gasp out of the
deadly erip of oil. It is a sign and symbol which
carries a forceful expression with the Gulf of
Mexico oil spill this summer.

Equally symbolic is her three-part sequence
related to September 11, 2001: "Attack-
Victory?- Peace?" Unlike other artists who
try to portray the terrorist attack mostly
with naturalistic or purely striking means,
Helga Kreuzritter attempts to demonstrate
the subject with virtually minimalist means:
she uses rusty barbed wire fragments and
relics from the Second World War as an
outline which is reminiscent of ruined cities
like Coventry, Dresden or Hiroshima. Though
small in size, it has a big impact as a symbol
of the senseless destruction, perhaps even
comparable to Picasso’s “Guernica.”

In, Helga Kreuzritter's material-paintings
and sculptures, she reveals a sense of humour,
irony and affectionate mockery. And she calls
for a sign of hope. One of her recurrent motifs
is “sail" which symbolizes the power of nature,
while signifying the harmony between man
and his natural environment. The sails also
show the way to a happier future. Bearing such
promising names as “"Hope”, “Departure”, and
“0On a Big Journey” they take ships on voyages.

Some of the works of the artist such as
“Suspended", “Dreamtime-Guardians of
the Secret”, "Hope", "Job Ladder”, and “Ad
Infinitum" are exhibited by Pashmin Art
Gallery in Contemporary Istanbul, 25-28
November 2010 where you cannot miss the
privilege of seeing them. <
